





A Message from the Pastor

July 3, 2016 - Fourteenth Sunday of Ordinary Time
Dear parishioners,

You are no doubt aware of our parish commitment to ministries that help those in need. Our food cupboard in
the church vestibule, for example, is a visible reminder of the call to bring non-perishable food with us each Sunday when we
arrive for Mass. Food collected here is delivered every week to the Center for Food Action in Mahwah, for distribution to fam-
ilies in northern Bergen County (including Allendale).

You may also know about our collaboration with the other churches of Allendale to provide overnight lodging and dinners
for homeless families several weeks each year. Our Auditorium, and the building of other congregations, are the sites where
some of your fellow parishioners share dinner with homeless families and provide overnight hosting.

Another ministry in this area is our weekly offering of meals for the soup kitchen at St. John’s Church in Newark. We are
grateful to parishioner Chuck Assicurato for his many, many years of leadership of this ministry. Chuck has let me know he is
ready to pass on the reigns to someone else now. I hope we will be able to continue our strong commitment to this ministry.
Please call Chuck at 201-327-1393 to learn about what the role of the ministry coordinator is, or to volunteer to cook or deliver
meals.

Many parishioners take turns via a weekly schedule to cook a few trays of meals that are then delivered by parishioners to
the soup kitchen in Newark, under the oversight of the Archdiocese of Newark. In addition, on the second Sunday of the
month we place a basket by the door for financial donations to support the soup kitchen ministry. These funds are used to

reimburse parishioners for the
cost of the food they buy to pre-
pare meals, and occasionally for
bulk purchase of food for the
soup kitchen’s own needs.

Over the years, the funds in
this account have been accumu-
lating, as the donations have
grown and have been surpassing
the immediate needs. Therefore,
I’m happy to share with the
parish some very special news:
with the approval of our parish
trustees and Finance Council,
we have been able to make a
sizable donation to St. John’s
Soup Kitchen to meet an imme-
diate need they faced. Through
your generosity, Guardian Angel
parish will provide the funds to
create an indoor men’s dining
room. While women and
children have had an indoor
place, your donations mean that
St. John’s can undertake neces-
sary roof and gutter repairs,
purchase tables and chairs and
suitably prepare the space.

I am so glad we can be of
assistance in this way. Please
seen the accompanying thank-
you letter we have received. |
will keep you posted about
information.

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION

Some say tomato--and some say tomahto--you know the
old song. What do you say when you arrive at church and
see a font prepared, a baby in the wings, the paschal can-
dle burning? Well, maybe you will say that "we're having
a baptism today," or maybe you say "we are having a
christening." The proper term is baptism, since that is the
name of the sacrament. But the persistent use of
"christening" in our culture, probably from due to the
influence of the Episcopal Church, is interesting.
Baptism, an ancient word, is from the Greek meaning to
dip or to dunk. Christening is an Old English word that
describes perfectly well that more than getting splashed
with water, the person being baptized is being "Christ-
ed." No matter what you call it, there's always water
involved, and then an anointing with chrism--fragrant
olive oil consecrated as a sign of Christ's presence--
poured upon the brow as we say, "As Christ was anointed
Priest, Prophet, and King, so may you live always as a
member of his body, sharing everlasting life." So, in
being Christ-ed, you are conformed to his image, your life
is expected to be a retelling of his life in miniature and
you--even though you may be squirming or sleeping--are
commissioned to be a priest, a prophet, a king. This
means that you are called to be one who worships, you
are called to speak the truth, you are called to shape the
world and exercise right judgment. That is the deepest
treasure of our tradition, and every time you gather to cel-
ebrate a baptism, you renew your vows precisely so that
you can be more "Christ-ed." No matter what vocabulary
you assign to the liturgy, the key is transformation of the
human person in the community of the Body of Christ.
